3. Three letters of recommendation: At least two should be from professors or others who know your academic
strengths. The third letter may be a professional reference. If it is impossible for you to obtain letters from academic
references, please state your reasons in your personal statement.

Official transcripts from all undergraduate and graduate degree programs.

Test scores: Applicants who have completed any undergraduate or graduate degree in an English-speaking
college/university must submit GRE general scores. Applicants who have completed any undergraduate or graduate
degree in a non-English-speaking college/university must submit TOEFL scores.
